Certification of the player’s
current handicap indexes MUST be presented upon registration.

5.The event shall be conducted in accordance with rules of R & A in conjunction with local rules
of the Host Club Interpretation of Conditions of Play. The Tournament Committee (TC) will be
the sole authority to interpret the Conditions of Competition for this tournament and to give
decisions on any query, which may arise out of them.
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6. Any matter not covered under this Conditions of Competition will be decided by the Tournament
Committee and its decision will be final & binding on all participants. The committee also reserves
the right to fix/alter starting times.

The Pin Fernando Trophy - Lowest aggregate net score over all completed stipulated round the
winner shall hold the title for one year. Replicas will be awarded to the winner and runner-up.

The F.B. De Mel Challenge Trophy - After selecting the 8 qualifying players for the
championship, the remaining 4 players with the lowest aggregate Nett scores will play in a
handicap match play event on a knockout basis over 18-hole stipulated rounds. Strokes received
on full handicap difference.
Dates and draw will be displayed on the notice board. The final over 18 holes will be played on
26th September 2025. The winner shall hold the title for one year. Replicas will be awarded to the
winner and runner-up.

THE DRAW - The draw for match play will be on the basis of qualifying scores.
